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General Information

Again, our stink bug levels are below threshold. Neck blast was detected on the
Stoddard (McMeans) field in the previous week. So far, the levels are at a minimum. In
the same field, we have noticed billbug damage but nothing concerning. The Stoddard
(Schuchart) field will be 100% headed by now.
